BillingsWorks is a collaboration of Billings businesses and organizations powered by Big Sky Economic
Development that brings together partners and resources to anticipate and respond to community
workforce needs. The BillingsWorks council, run by a Steering Committee of public and private
organizations, has four goals to "build a better workforce" in the Billings area: (1) collaboration, (2)
development of an Employer Toolkit to meet immediate workforce needs, (3) alignment with education,
and (4) talent attraction and retention. 

 - Steering Committee members fund a permanent, full-
time position to coordinate efforts of the council
 - Places a high emphasis on collaboration across sectors
(public, for-profit, non-profit)
 - Uses data to drive decisions; results are shared with
the public through State of the Workforce publications
 - Focus given to current and near future workforce needs
of industry partners; education and other partners come
to the table to help meet mutual goals
